





Partnership working in the arts
In Leicestershire, Leicester & Rutland

Considerable efficiencies are being achieved through partnership working
in the arts by local authorities in Leicester, Leicestershire and Rutland.
Rather than a single authority commissioning or ensuring a service, these
partnerships are providing:

Better value for money
A specialist professional service
External funding to develop the service

All of the projects featured are core funded by a combination of all the local
authorities listed at the back of this leaflet as well as levering the external
funding mentioned.



A minimum of 130 professional live performances in village & community
venues across Leicestershire & Rutland every year programmed and promoted
by volunteers.

147 performances were watched by an audience of 9,400

710 volunteers were involved

£8,156 came back into the scheme from profit made on the box office
80% of audiences travelled less than 10 miles to see high quality
professional performances

£45,000 annually from Arts Council England

Creative Leicestershire

What it achieves:
Creative Leicestershire supports and develops small arts, design and media
businesses ranging from graphic designers to dancers.

In 2008/2009 the programme:
+ Provided one-to-one business advice to over 80 businesses
+ Gave out funding of £37,000 to develop 23 businesses
* Provided informal training & networking events to a total of 873 attendees
+ Sent out information to a mailing list of over 1700 businesses per month

Dance Development

What it achieves:

The Dance Development Officer works across the subregion to create an
environment where dance opportunities can thrive. She has been developing
programmes across four main areas: young people; people with disabilities;
older adults and support for local dance practitioners.

In 2008/2009 the programme:

+ Gave advice, guidance and supported over 70 dance artists.

 Funded and supported seven professional development workshops

« Devised and delivered ‘Small Bodies - Big Voices' an Early Years Dance
initiative working with 128 pre-school aged children, 25 Early Years
Education specialists and 40 parents.

« Delivered a Youth Dance performance platform in 2009 for over 400 young
people with partners

+ Advised and supported the Active Together physical activity programme
co-ordinators to develop a dance programme for the district and boroughs.

£86,000 From Arts Council England

£15,000 from Lankelly Chase Foundation

£25,400 from Youth Dance England

£30,000 from Leicester YMCA

Film screenings take place in village & community venues across Leicestershire
& Rutland. These are programmed and promoted by volunteers within the local
community with support from Centre Screen. Centre Screen help volunteers to
select an appropriate film & market it.

Offered the first year-round rural cinema service for the sub-region
Held 151 screenings

Worked with 60 groups of voluntary promoters

Attracted a total audience of 10,675

£28,000 from EM Media

What it achieves:

Find Your Talent is working to enable all children and young people across
Leicester and Leicestershire to become informed consumers,

critics, creators and commissioners of arts, creativity and culture.

This is being achieved through:

+ Empowering children and young people to fulfill one or more of these roles
through providing support, information and guidance

+ Supporting organisations (including schools, creative practitioners, local,
regional and national bodies) to change the way they work with young people.

« Supporting wider promotion of existing high quality arts, creativity and culture
opportunities available to children and young people.

« Supporting children and young people to develop local partnerships
to commission a range of high quality opportunities in their local area

External funding levered:

£2.4m over 3 years (2008-11) from Department for Culture, Media and Sport;
The Department for Children, Schools and Families; Arts Council England;
Museums Libraries and Archives Council
